Topic/Speaker: Historic Towerless Lift Bridges and How They Work

This presenation will discuss the advantages and disadvantages of the Erie Canal Towerless Vertical Lift Bridges.  
The towerless design dates to the beginning of the 20th Century. The design incorporates rigid frame construction 
and below deck counterweights. The presentation will examine the recent major rehabilitation work performed on 
two of these bridges in Western New York; the Ingersoll Street Bridge in Albion, N.Y. and the Washington Street 
Bridge in Adams Basin, N.Y.  Work performed on these bridges includes: the replacement of the mechanical and 
electrical systems; replacement of the floorbeams, stringers, deck, lift frame and approach spans; rehabilitation of 
the concrete substructures; rehabilitation of the control houses and approach roadway reconstruction.
